« 'Wall Spouts are constructed of solid brass and will patina ower time as the cil rubbed
bronze Ainish wears away. This process will be accelerated if Wall Spouts are used with
chlorinated water

Wall spouts should protrude at least 2" ower the catch basin. Over timme, mineral deposits
will farrm on the edge of any spout, causing the water to roll backwards and eventually
down the wall. The integrated drip edge on Atlantic Wall spouts ensure that any drips fall
straight down, eliminating stains and leak concerns. If persistent dripping develops from
the drip edge, apply a thin layer of petroleur jelly to the front edge of the Spout. The
petroleurn jelly will ternporarily break the surface tension between the water and the
mineral deposits, allowing for smooth flow.

Installation

Supply water to individual spouts through a 1% PYC feed lime run vertically behind the wall
and a %" pipe stub run horzontally through the wall. (Figure 1). If installing an optional S0L-
WEL2 SOLCCEL2 Spout Light to illuminate the water flow, a 19" tee with a %"z 1" fernale
threaded bushing must be installed to accept the Spout Light. (Figure 2).
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HOTE: Wall spouts can operate in a flow range bebeeen 250 and 1000 gallons per hour,
hevwienner, & minirnwmm flows of 600 gph is required when installing & Spout Light. Flow rates
under 00 gph will not transmit the lighted water effectively.



All fittings and pipe stubs should be dry fit Figure 5
before final installaticn. It is recommended

ta fully tighten a 1%" male thread adaptor

[MTA] to the spout, then glue the MTA to

the horizontal feed lime while holding the

spout lewel. This will ensure the threads on

the MTA are properly oriented. Small

adjustrments can be made to level the

spout after the glue sets.

When plumbing multiple spouts wsing one
pumip, un a main feed line along the back of
the wall, teeing up to the individual spouts

[see Figure 4). If plumbing multiple spouts at
the same height, individual ball valves are ot
needed. If thie spouts varny in hisight, it is best to
install a ball walve in each line feeding the spouts to provide more control over the
flow. When running more than three spouts, the main feed line should be increased
to at least 27

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Maintenance:

Depending on water conditions, Wall Spouts may reguire pericdically cleaning. Tum the
purmnp off and remove any lange obstructions that may be present. Wipe down the interior
of the spout with a mon-abrasive cloth. A mild cleaning salution intended to remowve
calciurn and lime can be used if depaosits from hard water are present.

Warranty:

Wall Spouts carry a three-year limited warranty. This limited warranty is extended solely to
the original purchaser commencing from the date of the original purchase receipt and is
woid if any of the following apolby:

« The Wall Spout has been misused or abused.

« The Wall Spout has been disassembled or modified other than as described in this manual.
This warranty excludes laborfcosts of labor for remmoval or installation of any product.
